Large Scale Community Garden Planned
 
The City of Bethany has partnered with Green Hills Community Action
Agency to develop a large scale community garden project for
Harrison County residents. This project/program is funded in
whole/or part with federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
(ARRA) funds received from the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS) provided by the Missouri Department of Social
Services, Family Support Division.  The funds received from the Family
Support Division are all federally funded.
 
In addition to ARRA funds, sponsorships of individual families and
corporate and civic donations will be sought. The City’s contribution
has been offering land for the support of the project. A lease
agreement has been reached governing the partnership. The City of
Bethany will also provide water for the garden.
 
One key focus of the garden project is to help low income families
who will be given free seeds, hoes, soil amendments, and education
about gardening and food preservation. Any family falling under
200% of poverty guidelines may participate by simply paying a $1
annual membership fee. Anyone having income higher than 200% of
federal poverty may participate by paying the $1 membership fee
and will have the opportunity to purchase seeds at a reduced cost.
 
City Administrator, Jan Hagler, and Bethany Economic Developer,
Sabra Hamilton, were both instrumental in locating land on which to
locate the community garden. The site has been leased to Green Hills
Community Action agency for $1 per year. The garden site is located

at 14th and Beekman Streets in Bethany. Energy Services Director for
Green Hills Community Action Agency, Terri Henderson, will serve as
project manager.
 
One notable aspect of the community garden project is the creation
of 6 jobs, three in Harrison County and 3 in Grundy County for
another community garden for Grundy County. The Harrison County
project will be spearheaded by David Hall.  In addition to Mr. Hall,
two other individuals will be hired to work on the garden project.
 
Job creation is a focus area for Green Hills Community Action Agency.
This project, along with others which are being managed by the
Energy Service Department at GHCAA, will create a total of 13 new,
green jobs. The economic impact of this project will be thousands of
dollars to the local economy. The payroll from the three jobs, the
production or roughly $95,000 of produce, the sale of excess produce
at farmer’s markets, the reduction of carbon emissions due to
growing food locally, as opposed to shipping it a distance, and the
investment in the community by purchasing good locally for the
project will be a positive force in the Harrison County area.
 
Persons wishing to mentor other gardeners are sought for the
project. Also, anyone having canning or food preservation skills is
asked to contact Terri Henderson so that they can be included in
educational classes offered as part of the garden project. 
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
